JESUS THE MIRACLE WORKER
WEEK 12 — DISCIPLE

Miracle/Movement: The Great Commission (Matthew 28:16–20; Mark 16:15–20, Luke 24:46-49, John 20:21) 
Theme: Continuing the Works of Jesus

SCRIPTURE FOUNDATION FOR MIRACLES
These verses anchor how Jesus operated in miracles — and how we follow Him.
A. John 14:10 — “The Father who lives in Me does the works.”
B. John 5:19 — “The Son can do nothing of Himself…”
C. John 5:30 — “As I hear, I judge.”
D. John 14:12 — “He who believes in Me will do the works I do.”

ADDITIONAL SCRIPTURES
A. Acts 1:8 — “You will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes upon you… and you will be My witnesses.”

I. SCRIPTURE READING (5–7 minutes)
[bookmark: 20]Matthew 28:18-20 Then Jesus came to them and said, “All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to Me. 19Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, 20and teaching them to obey all that I have commanded you. And surely I am with you always, even to the end of the age.”

[bookmark: 17][bookmark: 18][bookmark: 19]Mark 16:15-20 And He said to them, “Go into all the world and preach the gospel to every creature. 16Whoever believes and is baptized will be saved, but whoever does not believe will be condemned. 17And these signs will accompany those who believe: In My name they will drive out demons; they will speak in new tongues; 18they will pick up snakes with their hands, and if they drink any deadly poison, it will not harm them; they will lay their hands on the sick, and they will be made well.” 19After the Lord Jesus had spoken to them, He was taken up into heaven and sat down at the right hand of God. 20And they went out and preached everywhere, and the Lord worked through them, confirming His word by the signs that accompanied it.

[bookmark: 48][bookmark: 49][bookmark: 50]Luke 24:46-49 And He told them, “This is what is written: The Christ will suffer and rise from the dead on the third day, 47and in His name repentance and forgiveness of sins will be proclaimed to all nations, beginning in Jerusalem. 48You are witnesses of these things. 49And behold, I am sending the promise of My Father upon you. But remain in the city until you have been clothed with power from on high.”

[bookmark: 23]John 20:21-22 Again Jesus said to them, “Peace be with you. As the Father has sent Me, so also I am sending you.” 22When He had said this, He breathed on them and said, “Receive the Holy Spirit.

II. WHAT THIS COMMISSION SHOWS US ABOUT JESUS
1. Jesus has all authority — and He shares it
“All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to Me.”
Jesus sends us in His authority — not our own. 
Key Truth: We go in the authority of Jesus.
2. Jesus sends us the same way the Father sent Him
“As the Father sent Me, I also send you.” 
Jesus was sent in power, compassion, Truth, obedience, and partnership with the Father — and this is how He sends us. 
Key Truth: His mission becomes our mission.
3. Jesus empowers us with the Holy Spirit
Jesus breathed on the disciples (Spirit within – born again) and later told them to wait for power (Spirit upon – gifts of the Spirit for ministry). 
The Spirit within transforms us. 
The Spirit upon empowers us. 
Key Truth: The Great Commission is impossible without the Holy Spirit — and unstoppable with Him.
4. Jesus expects His works to continue through His people
“These signs will follow those who believe…”
The supernatural is normal for disciples. 
Key Truth: Jesus continues His works through believers.
5. Jesus promises His presence as we go
“I am with you always.”
His Presence is found in the going, not the staying. 
Key Truth: Jesus continues His works through His people — and that includes you.

III. WHAT THIS COMMISSION SHOWS US ABOUT DISCIPLES
1. Disciples go
“Go therefore…” 
Faith moves.
2. Disciples make disciples
We reproduce what Jesus has done in us.
3. Disciples teach what Jesus taught
We pass on the lifestyle of Jesus.
4. Disciples operate in supernatural signs
“In My name they will lay hands on the sick…”
The supernatural is part of our assignment.
5. Disciples depend on the Spirit
“Wait until you are clothed with power…”
We do not go in our strength — we go in His.

IV. THE TURNING POINT — “AS THE FATHER SENT ME, I SEND YOU”
1. This is the moment everything changes.
2. Jesus is saying:
“My ministry becomes your ministry.
My mission becomes your mission.
My works become your works.”
3. This is the transfer of Kingdom responsibility.

V. FAITH DYNAMICS — HOW THE COMMISSION IS ACTIVATED
1. Jesus declares His authority
2. Jesus sends His disciples
3. Jesus promises His Presence
4. Jesus empowers with the Spirit
5. Disciples go
6. Disciples preach
7. Disciples cast out devils
8. Disciples speak in tongues
9. Disciples lay hands
10. Signs follow
11. People are saved
12. The Kingdom multiplies

VI. IDENTITY STATEMENT

2. What does it mean that Jesus sends you the same way the Father sent Him?
3. Where is Jesus sending you right now?
4. What step of obedience is He asking you to take?
5. What gift, calling, or assignment do you need to activate?

IX. MINISTRY LAB
1. Pair Up 
2. Share (3 minutes) Where is Jesus sending you?
3. Pray (20–30 seconds) “Jesus, You have all authority. Empower ______ with Your Spirit. Continue Your works through them. Amen.”
4. Switch roles and repeat.

X. KEY TAKEAWAY
Jesus continues His works through His people — and that means He continues His works through you.
