Revelation 2-3 

 

Questions to Ponder 

1. Which of the seven churches do you most identify with 
right now—Ephesus (right but cold), Smyrna (poor but 
faithful), Pergamum (brave but compromising), Thyatira 
(loving but seduced), Sardis (busy but dead), 
Philadelphia (weak but holding on), or Laodicea 
(comfortable but blind)? Why? 

2. Every letter ends with a command to hear what the 
Spirit says “to the churches”—plural. Which diagnosis 
meant for another church's struggle actually speaks 
most directly to yours? 

3. Jesus walks among the lampstands—He never walks 
away, even from the churches receiving the sharpest 
correction. What does this tell you about how He 
relates to your failures and struggles? 

This Week's Challenge 

Read all seven letters (Revelation 2–3) in one sitting this 
week. Write down which church best describes your life 
right now, and ask Jesus: "What is the first thing I need to 
repent of?" Don't rush. Sit with His diagnosis the way a 
patient sits with a doctor's honest words—uncomfortable, 
but grateful for the truth. Then, listen for the promise 
that ends every letter: "To the one who conquers..."
