Matthew 5:31-32, 19:3-9

Matthew 5:31–32


[31] “It was also said, ‘Whoever divorces his wife, let him give her a certificate of divorce.’ [32] 
But I say to you that everyone who divorces his wife, except on the ground of sexual immorality, 
makes her commit adultery, and whoever marries a divorced woman commits adultery. (ESV)


Matthew 19:3–9


[3] And Pharisees came up to him and tested him by asking, “Is it lawful to divorce one’s 

wife for any cause?” [4] He answered, “Have you not read that he who created them 

from the beginning made them male and female, [5] and said, ‘Therefore a man shall 

leave his father and his mother and hold fast to his wife, and the two shall become one 

flesh’? [6] So they are no longer two but one flesh. What therefore God has joined 

together, let not man separate.” [7] They said to him, “Why then did Moses command 

one to give a certificate of divorce and to send her away?” [8] He said to them, “Because 

of your hardness of heart Moses allowed you to divorce your wives, but from the 

beginning it was not so. [9] And I say to you: whoever divorces his wife, except for 

sexual immorality, and marries another, commits adultery.” (ESV)


Reflection Questions:


1. The sermon contrasts a "contract" view of marriage (loving someone because of 

what they do for you) with a "covenant" view (loving them because of who they are 

to you). Where do you notice contract-thinking in your own relationships, and 

what would moving toward covenant look like?


2. Self-centredness is named as the root of failing marriages, often showing up as fear 

of commitment, freedom, or vulnerability. Which of these fears resonates most with 

you, and how has it shaped your choices?


3. Where in your relationship do you need Jesus the most right now? Take a moment 

to pray about the relationship where you need to put on Christ the most right now.
