1 Peter 4:10: Stewardship and Spiritual Gifts

I like to summarize our responsibilities as stewards in God’s kingdom with three words: gifts, goods, and gospel.  Every Christ-follower is a steward of spiritual gifts and material goods to make known the eternal gospel. This blog post focuses on our stewardship of spiritual gifts.  Few NT passages provide clearer instructions on this topic than one profound statement by Peter, directed to Christ-followers exiled throughout the Roman Empire.

“Each of you should use whatever gift you have received to serve others, as faithful stewards of God’s grace in its various forms” (1 Peter 4:10).  This statement helped early church Christians know how to live so that their lives (both individually and collectively) would glorify God.  It also offers at least three insights for us today.
