The Parish of the Valley respectfully acknowledges that we gather for worship
on traditional Anishinaabe Algonquin territory.

At the Anglican Church of Canada’s General Synod in 1998, three Supplemental Eucharistic Prayers were adopted
to add to the existing prayers contained within the Book of Alternative Services. These three supplemental prayers were
intended to reflect a Reformed theological conscience and be inclusive in both language and images. In Supplemental
Eucharistic Prayer 1, for instance, we first see the names of the female prophets Huldah and Micab lifted-up before the
Church within the bistory of salvation.

In our pew bulletins throughout the months of June, July, and August, we will offer one of these Supplemental Eucha-
ristic Prayers per month for presiders to use as is fitting for each liturgical context within our parish. We hope that
reading and praying these prayers as a parish conmmunity will belp to expand onr collective appreciation of the breadth,
depth and beanty of our Anglican encharistic tradition.
