It is often at camp where young people feel called into ministry, surrender their lives to Christ, or deepen their faith in powerful ways.
As we get into our summer activities, I ask that you pray for our VBS and Church Camp this year that the people, adults and children, will be moved by God and strengthened in their relationship with him. If you have young children who you think would enjoy VBS, please get them signed up! Lastly, consider joining the fun next year for camp and make lifelong memories.
