Becoming More Like Jesus
 June Series: Live What Was Built
 Week Focus: Reflecting Christ Daily
Scripture – 2 Corinthians 3:18 - “And we all, who with unveiled faces contemplate the Lord’s glory, are being transformed into his image with ever-increasing glory, which comes from the Lord, who is the Spirit.”Devotional Reflection
One of the greatest truths of the Christian life is that God is not simply interested in changing what we do—He is committed to changing who we are. Salvation is more than forgiveness of sin; it is the beginning of a lifelong transformation process. According to 2 Corinthians 3:18, believers are being transformed into the image of Christ. This means that God’s goal is not merely to improve our behavior but to shape our character so that we increasingly reflect Jesus in every area of our lives.
Transformation is often slower than we would prefer. We tend to want immediate results, quick fixes, and instant growth. Yet God usually works through a process. Day by day, circumstance by circumstance, lesson by lesson, He molds us into the likeness of Christ. Some changes happen quickly, while others develop over months and years. The encouraging truth is that even when growth feels slow, God is still at work. Every challenge, every act of obedience, and every moment spent in His presence becomes part of the transformation process.
The more time we spend with Christ, the more we begin to reflect Him. Just as people often begin to resemble those they spend the most time with, believers become more like Jesus as they continually focus on Him. His compassion begins to shape our compassion. His patience influences our patience. His humility affects our humility. Transformation is not something we accomplish through human effort alone; it is the work of the Holy Spirit within us as we remain surrendered to God.
Sometimes we become discouraged because we focus more on how far we still have to go than on how far God has already brought us. We notice our weaknesses, struggles, and shortcomings while overlooking the progress that has already taken place. Yet spiritual growth is not measured by perfection. It is measured by movement. If you are becoming more loving, more patient, more forgiving, and more dependent on God than you were before, transformation is happening. God’s work within you may be gradual, but it is real.
Today, take comfort in knowing that God is still shaping your life. You may not yet be everything He intends for you to become, but you are not who you used to be. The Holy Spirit is faithfully transforming you into the image of Christ. Trust the process. Stay connected to Him. Continue walking with Him daily. The more you behold Christ, the more your life will reflect Him.
