The Power that comes from a Clear Conscience
1 Kings 22:1-8, 13-14

Fact: One of the greatest gifts that God has given to mankind, is the gift 
          of conscience.
Question: Is the condition of your conscience that important to 
                 God?
Answer:    Hear with your Heart today:
(Acts 23:1, 24:16, 1Corinthians 8:12, Titus 1:15,
1Timothy 4:2, John 8:9, 2Corinthians 1:12, 1Timothy 3:9,
2Timothy 1:3,  1Timothy 1:19 and Hebrews 13:18)

Question: What is the conscience?
Answer:   The word “Conscience” is used 32 times in the Bible, 
                 which means: “To understand, to be aware of,   to see
                 completely and to be informed about”

5 secrets from the conscience of Micaiah

Secret #1- Your Conscience will cause “Opposition”.  (v. 8)
     Question: How does Scripture describe Micaiah's reception?
     Answer:   Wicked Ahab testifies himself in verse 8, 
                      “But I hate him”.
     Question: Why did Ahab hate Micaiah?
     Answer:    Because Micaiah told the truth whether the king 
                       liked it or not.
     Question: What’s the application here?
      Answer:   That if you honor your conscience, you'll tell the 
                        truth, and when you live for the truth - expect opposition.

Secret #2 – Your Conscience will face “Temptation”. (v. 13)
    Question:  Pastor, will I be tempted to defile my conscience?
    Answer:    Verse 13, Ahab's messenger says to Micaiah, “The 400 
                       prophets said good things, be like each one of 
                       them and do the same”.
Fact: Temptation is common to all, temptation is a part of 
          ordinary life and temptation is unavoidable so expect it.

Secret #3 -Your Conscience Has “Conviction”.  (v. 14)
    Question: What shows us how to respond to temptations? 
    Answer:    The conviction of Micaiah in v. 14: “I can tell you
                     only what the Lord tells me.”
Fact: Everyone responds to temptation in one of two ways:
          #1. Like the 400, we can butcher our conscience for lack of 
                conviction (or)
          #2. Like Micaiah, we can strengthen our conscience by 
                honoring our convictions.

Secret #4 -  Your Conscience will cause “Affliction.”  (v.27)
    Question: How was Micaiah treated for his conviction to truth?
#1. He was hated. (v. 8)
#2. He was punched in the face. (v. 24)
#3. He was taken back to prison. (v. 26)
#4. He was afflicted with food and water rations. (v. 27)
    Question: Why did Ahab hate Micaiah?
    Answer:    Because Micaiah warned him about the
                       consequences of his bad choices?
    Question: What's the application here?
    Answer:   That it is foolish to get angry with someone 
                       who tells you the truth about yourself.

Secret #5 – Your Conscience will be “Vindicated”.  (vs. 37 & 38)
    Question: Does God have the power to honor His truth in your life 
                      either now or later?
    Answer:   Yes, Micaiah was faithful to conscience in spite of the
                      majority, in spite of insults and injury and spite of 
                      darkness in the dungeon.
