Quiet Time Questions for March 22, 2026

Main point of today’s sermon: God calls us to leave compromise, get rid of our idols, and
purify our lives so we can return to worship in His presence.

Suggested verses for memorization and meditation: “You were taught, with regard to
your former way of life, to put off your old self, which is being corrupted by its deceitful
desires; to be made new in the attitude of your minds; and to put on the new self, created to
be like God in true righteousness and holiness.” (Ephesians 4:22-23)

1. Read Genesis 35:1-7. Jacob was close to Bethel but chose to stay in Shechem—a place
of compromise. In what areas of your life are you “close to God” but not fully obedient?
What might be keeping you there?

2. Read Genesis 35:1-7. Jacob’s household had to physically get rid of their foreign gods
before returning to worship. What are some modern-day idols (comfort, security, approval,
success, etc.) that compete for your trust in God? What would it practically look like to
“bury” them?

3. Read Genesis 35:1-7. Jacob called his household to purify themselves before going to
Bethel. How can you intentionally prepare your heart to meet with God (especially during
seasons like Holy Week)? What changes (internally and externally) might God be calling
you to make?
