Quiet Time Questions from June 14, 2026

Main Point of the Sermon: Christ’s love compels Christians to transform in such a way
that are motivated to be ambassadors for Christ, imploring the world to be
reconciled to God.

Verses for Memory and Meditation: “We are therefore Christ’s ambassadors, as
though God were making his appeal through us. We implore you on Christ’s behalf:
Be reconciled to God.” (2 Corinthians 5:20)

1. Read 2 Corinthians 5:14-15 and thank Jesus specifically for His sacrificial love.
What has Christ done for me that most clearly demonstrates His love, and how
should that truth affect the way I live today?

2. Read 2 Corinthians 5:17. What part of my old life is the Holy Spirit calling me to
surrender so that | can more fully live as a new creation in Christ? Ask God to reveal
any attitudes, habits, or priorities that still need transformation.

3. Read 2 Corinthians 5:20. Who has God placed in my life that needs to hear the
message of reconciliation, and how can | faithfully serve as Christ's ambassador
this week? Pray for an opportunity to share Christ's love with that person.
