Quiet Time Questions from Sunday, April 5, 2026

Main Point of Today’s Message: Our forgiveness and our future are based on the
resurrection of Christ.

Verses for Memorization and Meditation: “And if Christ has not been raised, your faith is
futile; you are still in your sins.” (1 Corinthians 15:17)

1. Read 1 Corinthians 15:12-21. What are the consequences if Christ has not been
raised from the dead, and how does this passage show the central importance of
the resurrection to the Christian faith?

2. Read 1 Corinthians 15:12-21. The resurrection confirms our forgiveness (“payment
accepted”). How does the connection between Jesus’ death and resurrection
deepen your understanding of what it means to be forgiven and justified before
God?

3. Read 1 Corinthians 15:12-21. Paul describes Christ as the “first fruits” of those
who have died. How does the promise of future resurrection shape the way
believers view death, suffering, and hope in everyday life?
