UNBROKEN FELLOWSHIP WITH THE FATHER

In that moment of opportunity you’re going to discover
who you really are and whose you really are.

Matthew 4:8-9
8 Again, the devil took Him to a very high mountain and showed Him all the kingdoms of the world and 
their splendor. 9 “All these I will give You,” he said, “if You will fall down and worship me.”

Why is this a temptation for Jesus?

This was something Jesus truly wanted and one of the reasons He was here.

Matthew 28:18-19
18 … “All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me 19 Therefore go and make disciples of all 
nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit…”



Can I trust God enough to obey Him… even if obedience feels slower?

Shortcuts always promise speed, but they rarely mention the cost.

Deuteronomy 6:10–12
10 When the Lord your God brings you into the land he swore to your fathers, to Abraham, Isaac and 
Jacob, to give you—a land with large, flourishing cities you did not build, 11 houses filled with all kinds of 
good things you did not provide, wells you did not dig, and vineyards and olive groves you did not plant—
then when you eat and are satisfied, 12 Be careful that you do not forget the Lord, who brought you out of 
Egypt out of the land of slavery. 

Don’t forget the. Lord.

You will never accomplish the will of God by abandoning the ways of God.
You will never maintain the blessing of God by abandoning the values of God.

Matthew 4:10
10 Jesus said to him, “Away from me, Satan! For it is written: ‘Worship the Lord your God, and serve him 
only.’”

Jesus wanted unbroken fellowship with the Father.

Because He refused the shortcut,
He eventually got both the kingdom and the fellowship.

When we choose the kingdoms of this world over fellowship with God, we lose both.

What is the “kingdom” Satan keeps holding in front of you?

If you compromise, you may get what you want.
But you will never know what God would have done if you had trusted Him.
