OPERATION CHRISTMAS CHILD “CHRISTMAS IN JULY”

During the month of July, we will be observing “Christmas in July” for our shoe box ministry.  Please take a tag(s) from the Christmas tree, purchase those items listed and bring them during the month of July. The tag will have the age group and the item to purchase. Tape the tag to the item.  A collection box is available in the overflow area of the Sanctuary in which to place your items.

Also, on the display table are medication bottles for you to take home and fill with coins from July through October. This is to help with shipping costs for the boxes done at the packing party and at SPOT.  Each box has a shipping cost of $10.00. When your bottle is filled, you can put the coins in a ziplock bag and then refill it.  We will collect the bottles in October.  There is also a jar on the display table in which you can place donations.  

We have not done this in the past but in order to fill more boxes this year and have enough items for our packing party which will be in November, we need to begin collecting.  Each month in the bulletin is listed the item for the month but each tag you take will have an item for that age group. Be praying for Christmas in July and that our boxes will overflow with items needed this year.  School supplies are one of the most needed items.

This is my favorite project that we do as a church family. Last year we collected both in church and online over 300 boxes.  Thanks to Prime-Time Yard Sale proceeds, we packed 53 online boxes, paid for the packing party boxes, the SPOT boxes.  

During 2025 to date, over 12 million shoe boxes have been given to children in over 100 countries around our world.  Many children take part in the Greatest Journey and learn about Jesus and many and their families have come to know Jesus through this discipleship program.
Thank you for all you do to carry out Great Commission as you fill a shoe box, help with shipping costs, and most of all pray for Samaritan’s purse and all the volunteers who deliver shoe boxes around the world.

I have been asked this year to serve as a year-round volunteer for Operation Christmas Child and feel that this will be a great opportunity for me to be more involved in the shoe box ministry, not only at our church but in the community, encouraging schools and businesses to participate by either filling shoe boxes, donating items, or donating shipping costs.
