
Titus 1 
1 Paul, a servant of God and an apostle of Jesus Christ to further the 
faith of God’s elect and their knowledge of the truth that leads to 
godliness— 2 in the hope of eternal life, which God, who does not lie, 
promised before the beginning of time, 3 and which now at his 
appointed season he has brought to light through the preaching 
entrusted to me by the command of God our Savior, 4 To Titus, my true 
son in our common faith: Grace and peace from God the Father and 
Christ Jesus our Savior. 5 The reason I left you in Crete was that you 
might put in order what was left unfinished and appoint elders in every 
town, as I directed you. 6 An elder must be blameless, faithful to his 
wife, a man whose children believe and are not open to the charge of 
being wild and disobedient. 7 Since an overseer manages God’s 
household, he must be blameless—not overbearing, not quick-
tempered, not given to drunkenness, not violent, not pursuing 
dishonest gain. 8 Rather, he must be hospitable, one who loves what is 
good, who is self-controlled, upright, holy and disciplined. 9 He must 
hold firmly to the trustworthy message as it has been taught, so that 
he can encourage others by sound doctrine and refute those who 
oppose it. 10 For there are many rebellious people, full of meaningless 
talk and deception, especially those of the circumcision group. 11 They 
must be silenced, because they are disrupting whole households by 
teaching things they ought not to teach—and that for the sake of 
dishonest gain. 12 One of Crete’s own prophets has said it: “Cretans are 
always liars, evil brutes, lazy gluttons.” 13 This saying is true. Therefore 
rebuke them sharply, so that they will be sound in the faith 14 and will 
pay no attention to Jewish myths or to the merely human commands of 
those who reject the truth. 15 To the pure, all things are pure, but to 
those who are corrupted and do not believe, nothing is pure. In fact, 
both their minds and consciences are corrupted. 16 They claim to know 
God, but by their actions they deny him. They are detestable, 
disobedient and unfit for doing anything good. 
 
 
 

 

SETTING THINGS IN ORDER 

 
 
An elder /Overseerer 
Not necessarily an old man but mature one 
Not performance but of character 
Blameless – no legitimate charge can be brought 
 
Family 
Faithful to his wife 
His children believe not being wild and disobedient  
Not be  
Not overbearing, Not quick-tempered, Not given to drunkenness  
Not violent, Not pursuing dishonest gain  
Must be  
Hospitable, One who loves what is good, Who is self-controlled 
Upright’ Holy and Disciplined 
 
He must hold firmly to the trustworthy message as it has been 
taught, so that he can encourage others by sound doctrine and refute 
those who oppose it 
 
Overbearing = Insisting on getting ones on way, control issues 
Quick tempered = Rapid uncontrolled anger.  A loss of emotional 
regulation which prevents a thoughtful response 
Violent = quick tempered prone to use physical force 
Hospitable = loving stranger 
Self-controlled = restraining one’s emotions, desires and impulses 
Upright = Above reproach, respectable, just, righteous 
Holy = set apart for God’s purposes, concentrated to God’s services 
Sound doctrine = holding the core truths God has revealed about 
himself—the specific theological claims contained within Scripture  
 
 
 
 



 
 
I Timothy 3:1-12   Qualifications for Overseers and Deacons 
3 Here is a trustworthy saying: Whoever aspires to be an overseer 
desires a noble task. 2 Now the overseer is to be above reproach, 
faithful to his wife, temperate, self-controlled, respectable, hospitable, 
able to teach, 3 not given to drunkenness, not violent but gentle, not 
quarrelsome, not a lover of money. 4 He must manage his own family 
well and see that his children obey him, and he must do so in a manner 
worthy of full respect. 5 (If anyone does not know how to manage his 
own family, how can he take care of God’s church?) 6 He must not be a 
recent convert, or he may become conceited and fall under the same 
judgment as the devil. 7 He must also have a good reputation with 
outsiders, so that he will not fall into disgrace and into the devil’s trap. 
 
8 In the same way, deacons are to be worthy of respect, sincere, not 
indulging in much wine, and not pursuing dishonest gain. 9 They must 
keep hold of the deep truths of the faith with a clear conscience. 10 
They must first be tested; and then if there is nothing against them, let 
them serve as deacons. 11 In the same way, the women are to be 
worthy of respect, not malicious talkers but temperate and trustworthy 
in everything. 12 A deacon must be faithful to his wife and must 
manage his children and his household well. 13 Those who have served 
well gain an excellent standing and great assurance in their faith in 
Christ Jesus. 
 
1 Peter 5:2-4 
2 Be shepherds of God’s flock that is under your care, watching over 
them—not because you must, but because you are willing, as God 
wants you to be; not pursuing dishonest gain, but eager to serve; 3 not 
lording it over those entrusted to you, but being examples to the flock. 
4 And when the Chief Shepherd appears, you will receive the crown of 
glory that will never fade away.
