Here, Jesus meets us in an intimate way, giving himself to us, his body and 

blood, in the bread and wine - a gift of grace where we receive forgiveness and 

are strengthened in our faith. We warmly invite those who trust in Jesus Christ 

as Lord to join us in this special meal.

Children are very welcome at our worship centres, and we love to see them 

join in worshipping God with their gifts. At St Peter’s worship centre, the “pray-

ground” (front-left) is for younger families to be closer to the action and have 

more room to move.

It’s a story of struggles, reconciliation and survival amid 

great social change for the aboriginal people, the Hermannsburg Mission and the 

church. Glen and his wife Guliana arrived in Hermannsburg in Feb 1973 as newly 

marrieds and worked for 23 years at Finke River Mission Hermannsburg and the 

Outstations. They raised 4 children at Hermannsburg, and all have Arrarnta 

kinship names.
